Amendment # 1:  ARTICLE THREE, SECTION Z ELECTION OF DIRECTORS

current language:

In order to be elected, a member must receive the nomination and
vote of a majority of the station board which he represents, unless
such member is classified as an "at large" member, in which event
he must be elected by a 2/3 vote of the Board of Directors of the

Foundation, voting by secret ballot, subject to approval of FCC
counsel or FCC. (1/31/84)

proposed language:

In order to be elected, a member must receive the nomination and -
vote of a majority of the station board.which s/he represents,
unless such member is classified as an "at large' member, in which
evént s/he must be elected by a 2/3 vote of the Board of Directors
of the Foundation, voting by secret ballot, subject to approval

(a) Election and Terms of Officers: The officers of the Foundation
shall be elected biannually in even numbered years by the
Board of Directors, and shall serve for a term of two years,
or until the election of their successors. (1/9/88)
